Competition:- 2017 IWF Youth (Boys & Girls) World Weightlifting Championships
[Qualification Event for 2018 Youth Olympic Games] was held at Bangkok, Thailand
from 1-10 April 2017 under the Technical and Competition rules of International
Weightlifting Federation (TWF).

Indian team consisting of 6 Youth Boys + 6 Youth Girls + 4 Coaches and 1 Support
Staff participated in these Championships.

The Weightlifting Championships held at Bangkok, Thailand was a very well
organized competition. The competition was held at “Indoor Stadium (Huamark)”
under the Technical & Competition rules of TWE.

Itinerary: The Indian team travelled from Sports Authority of India, Netaji
Subhash National Institute of Sports, Patiala in 3 groups, first on ¢t April 2017 (2
members), second group on 2 April 2017 (10 members) and third group on 6t April
2017 (6 members) at 1350 hours from New Delhi and reached Bangkok at 1905 hours
on respective dates.

Accommodation: The accommodation to the Indian team members were provided
at Alexander Hotel and Town in Town Hotel at Bangkok.

Competition: The verification of final entries was completed on 224 April 2017 and
after verification, International Weightlifting Federation confirmed the participation
of 424 athletes (237 Men + 187 Women) from 54 countries across the World.
